World Children League of Nations
 The World Children League of Nations was set up by the representatives of 50 countries on July 31, 2009 in the International children center “Artek” at the International children festival “Let’s Change the World for the Better !”. For 8 years the Festival has been held by the All-Ukrainian Charitable  Foundation of Hope and Good  and the  International children center “Artek” with the support of the Ministry of Ukraine for Family, Youth and Sports, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine, National Commission of Ukraine for UNESCO, diplomatic missions of Ukraine abroad.

The goal of the Festival “Let’s Change the World for the Better!” fully complies with the resolutions of the 31st (in 2002) and 62nd (in 2007) Special Sessions of the UN General Assembly on Children and International Decade of Culture of Peace and Non-violence for the Children of the World declared by the UNO. 
The Festival “Let’s Change the World for the Better !” gives children opportunities to take part in the events of the festival and present the elements of their national culture, customs and traditions. Festival days are full of friendly communication, discussions, creative meetings, master classes, training. The festival has a children's press center and broadcasts a radio newspaper. 

The International children's festival “Let’s Change the World for the Better !” was founded at the initiative of Ukraine in 2001. The first festival was attended by only four countries of the Black Sea region: Russia, Ukraine, Bulgaria and Georgia. Since then, the geography of the festival has been growing every year. This year the International Festival has taken over 50 countries representing all continents. In general for 8 years 4000 boys and girls from 60 countries have become the friends of the Festival.

According to the Legislation of Ukraine, the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine has registered the International Non-governmental organization the World Children League of Nations on the 6th of October, 2009. The main objectives of the organization are the promotion of the principles of tolerance, equality and pluralism among children of different nationalities and faiths through gaining life experience in a multicultural environment.

The tasks the League sets to achieve its goal involve:

· attracting the attention of the international community to the children in the world;

· providing children with opportunities to freely express their views and be heard, and to participate actively in the life of their countries;

· development of children's social movement;

· bringing children's initiatives to the Heads of State and international  organizations, to accommodate the interests of children when making decisions;

· promoting and protecting human rights and freedoms of children;

· creating the awareness of the world without violence and hatred;

· establishment, development and strengthening of friendly, good-neighborly relations between children from different countries, cultural and humanitarian cooperation;

· forming and preserving human values - respect for parents, love for their native land, care for future generations;

· development of friendly and cultural ties and contacts between children of all  nations despite race, color, sex, religion, political or other convictions, national or social origin etc;

· promotion of the rehabilitation of children from around the world.

The membership in the League may be individual, corporate and honorable.

The citizens of Ukraine and foreigners who achieved the age of 14, recognize and keep the requirements of the League Statute, take part in the League activities, applied the entry form to the Board and paid the entry fees may become individual members of the League.

Non-governmental organizations the tasks and goals of which coincide with those of the League may become corporate members of the League. Corporate members of the League take part in its activity through their authorized representatives.

 The citizens of Ukraine and foreigners who achieved the age of 18 and greatly contributed to the development of the international children movement and activities of the League may become honorable members of the League. The status of the honorable member is conferred by the General Assembly of the League according to the Regulations on Membership approved by the League Board.

The Principal Bodies of the League are the General Assembly, the Board and the Revision Commission.

The League Board is headed by the Director General.

On 8-9 October, The World Children League of Nations made a presentation of its activities at the World Jubilee Conference devoted to the 20th anniversary of the UN Convention on Children’s Rights held in Geneva, Switzerland.

Currently, the League is heading for the 9th International children festival “Let’s Change the World for the Better!”. In the framework of the Festival the League will hold the first Session of the General Assembly which will focus on the membership enlargement, funding and publicity.
